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Acceptable Risk Level

Level of risk judged to be outweighed by
corresponding benefits or one that is of
such a degree that it is considered to pose
minimal potential for adverse effects.

Access Road

A road that provides access to shops,
homes, industries, farms, etc. and
connects them to the main road network.

Accessibility

Accessibility refers to the ease of reaching
destinations.

Action Area

A specific area within a Master plan
identified based on a set criteria for
detailed planning.

Action Area Plan

A plan that provides a set of policies, proposals
and strategies for the development of an
identified Action Area.

Active Frontage

The quality / value of the interface
between the built form and the public
realm (building and street).

Active Open Space

Recreation open space which contains
outdoor recreation facilities, mainly for the
core activities including games facilities.

Activity Node

An identifiable group of uses usually
having a concentration of activities at a
particular location.
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Activity Spine

An identifiable group of uses, ususually
having a linear concentration of activities.

Adaptation to global warming and climate
change

The response to climate change that seeks
to reduce the adverse effects from climate
change.

Administrative Entity

An organisation or part that is responsible
for administrative affairs.

Advisory Opinion

An opinion issued by an independent
body/committee/commission, which
merely advises on the specific case(s) and
issue(s).

Aerial Photography

The taking of photographs of the ground
from an elevated position in which the
camera is not supported by a ground-
based structure.

Aerospace Industries

Industries that research, design, manufacture,
operate, and maintain vehicles moving
through air and space.

Affected Entity

Includes agencies/persons affected by
planning decisions.

Affordable Housing

Housing for sale or rent developed
through some combination of zoning
incentives, cost-effective  construction
techniques, and governmental subsidies to
meet the needs of households who cannot
afford accommodation through the open
market.

Agenda 21

A declaration of a programme of actions to
achieve sustainable development agreed
to at the United Nations Conference on
Environment and Development, known as
the Earth Summit, Rio de Janeiro, Brazil
1992.

Agricultural Land Protection

The preservation of farming land dedicated for
agricultural use.

Agricultural Use

An activity related to agricultural purposes
including farming, aquaculture, grazing,
etc.

Airport Clear Zone

A designated area of land that is subject to
aircraft noise and on which there is the
highest potential of danger from airport
operations.
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Airport Facility

Any area of land or water improved,
maintained or operated for the landing
and takeoff of aircraft on paved runways
of 4,000 or more feet in length, and any
appurtenant area that is used for airport
buildings, or other airport facilities or
rights-of-way.

Airport Noise-sensitive Area

An area where aircraft noise may interfere
with existing or planned use of the land.

Airport Obstruction

Any structure, object of natural growth,
existing condition, or use of land that
obstructs the airspace required for the
flight of aircraft in landing or taking off at
an airport or that otherwise increases the
risk of danger to aircraft operations.

Amenity Space

An area which provides passive recreation,
such as private or communal gardens and
courtyards.

Analytical Tool

A tool that is used to analyze a paticular
issue.

Ancillary Use

A structure or use that is subordinate,
incidental to, and customarily found in
connection with the principal use allowed
on a lot by the zoning law. A garage is
incidental to the principal use of a lot as a
single-family residence and customarily
found on a single-family parcel.
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Appraisal

The process of checking the suitability of a
programme or project design prior to
approval.

Approval

A binding statement issued by a relevant
authority.

Approved Project

Project that has a binding approval from a
relevant authority.

Aquifer

Permeable water-bearing formation capable
of yielding exploitable quantities of water from
underground sources.

Aquifer Protection Zone

A zone that has been established to
prevent contamination and depletion of
the groundwater resources within the
aquifer area.

Archaeological Heritage

Vestiges of human existence which consist
of places relating to all manifestations of
past human activity, abandoned
structures, and remains of all kinds.

Area Appraisal

An assessment of an area, including but
not limited to its land use, built and
natural environment, and social and
physical characteristics.

Area Feature

A geographic entity that encloses a region;
for example, a lake, an administrative area.
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Area of Potential Pollution

Area where there is a likelihood of
emitting substances and/or materials into
the surrounding areas causing dangers to
human health and degrading the natural
environmental conditions.

Areas of Archaeological Potential

Areas with medium or high potential for
the discovery of archaeological resources,
based on the presence of a wide range of
geographic and historical features which
influenced past settlement.

Arterial Road

A major roadway providing a service that
is relatively continuous and of relatively
high traffic volume, long trip length, and
high operating speed.

Assessable Development

Any development that requires planning
approval prior to commencement.

Assessment

Review and analysis of a body of work
related to planning, transportation or
infrastructure.

Assessment Report

A report that summarises the evalaution
review and analysis of a body of work
related to planning, transportation or
infrastructure.
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Attribute

A property inherent in a database entity or
associated with that entity for database
purposes.

Average Annual Daily Traffic

The total volume of vehicle traffic of a
highway or road for a year divided by 365
days.

Base Flow

Discharge of a watercourse fed mainly by
groundwater but also by surface water
bodies, during long periods when no
precipitation occurs.

Base Map

A map that indicates the significant
existing physical features of an area, i.e.,
streets, rivers, parks, railroads, etc., and
serves as a foundation for all subsequent
mapping.
Baseline

Level of current performance / information
that can be used to set future targets or assess
future progress.

Benchmark

Reference point or standard against which
performance or achievements can be
assessed.

Bicycle and Pedestrian Path

Any path or way that is open to bicycle and
pedestrian use and from which motor
vehicles are excluded.

Bill of Quantities

A document used in the construction
industry in which materials, parts, and
labor (and their costs and quantities) are
itemized.
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Biodiversity

Diversity among and within plant and
animal species in an environment.

Biota

A collection of organisms including the
animals, plants, fungi, etc.

Block

Area of land surrounded by streets or
by combination of streets taking into
consideration the constraints such as
topographic features.

Bottom Up Approach

the process of undertaking planning
decisions at the local level (as a starting
point) and working up to the regional
and/or state level as required.

Boulevard

A wide urban road, that is usually tree
lined.

Boundary (International, Municipality,
Block)

A line, that defines the Ilimits of a
geographic entity such as a block, zone,
municipality, etc.

Brownfield Site

Abandoned, idled, or underused industrial and
commercial facilities available for re-use where
expansion or redevelopment is complicated by
real or perceived environmental contamination.
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Buffer Zone

A defined distance which seperates
incompatible activity from a particular
area or thing which is to be protected or
enhanced.

Building Code

A set of rules that specify the minimum
acceptable level of construction safety,
welfare and environmental protection for
buildings and structures.

Building Condition

Statement and evaluation of a buildings
structure, based on a set criteria.

Building Coverage Area

The area of a plot, expressed as a
percentage of the total plot area, that is
occupied by any building (including areas
created by cantilevered building
projections of upper floors, but not eaves).

Building Envelope

The skin of a building including windows,
doors, walls, foundation, basement slabs,
ceiling, roof and insulation that separates
the interior of a building from the outdoor
environment.

Building Height

The overall height of a building, expressed
as number of stories (e.g. a five-story
building is indicated as G+4) and/or the
vertical distance between the average
ground level and the highest part of the
building.
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Building Permit

A document issued by a municipal agency
or officer or their authorized
representative as a condition precedent to
the commencement of a use or the
erection, construction, reconstruction,
restoration, alteration, conversion, or
installation of a building.

Building Setback

The space defined between the building
footprint and the plot boundaries.

Built Environment

A description of the man made features of
the environment.

Built Up Area

A developed area having buildings and
infrastrucutre.

Bus Rapid Transit

A public transportation system using a
dedicated corridor/lane for buses to
provide faster, efficient service than an
regular bus service.

By-Law

A rule or codes administered and enforced
by a municipality/local authority.

Capacity Building

The development of an Agency's resources
core skills and capabilities.

Capacity Development

The development of an Agency's resources
core skills and capabilities.

Capital City Center

The highest level of center identified in the
hierarchy of centers which will be the
focus of nationally significant development
and facilities.

Capital City Precinct

The geographical area enclosed by
boundaries of a particular place or by an
arbitrary and imaginary line drawn around
it which defines the Capital City.

Carbon Emissions

Polluting carbon substance (carbon dioxide
and/or carbon monoxide and other toxic
carbon equivalent gases/particles produced by
motor vehicles and industrial processes...etc)
released into atmosphere.

Carbon Footprint

A measure of the amount of carbon
dioxide (in tonnes of CO2) emitted into the
atmosphere by an individual person,
organization and so forth.

Catchment Area

An area defined by a specific variable/s -
including but not limited to population,
walking distance, topography, land use,
etc.
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Census Sample

Part of a larger population that is being
studied. One of the key aspects of a sample is
whether it is truly representative of the larger
population. To be representative, the methods
of drawing the sample are critical.

Center Planning Boundary

The boundary of a defined center area
within which specifc types of land use will
be allowed.

Centers Hierarchy

An ordered structure of mixed-use, mixed-
density urban centers providing a
particular role and function to their
surrounding population catchment.

Central Business District

The traditional core of a city, characterized
by a relatively high concentration of
business activity.

Child Care Centre

Premises used for minding or caring of
children but not a residence of children.

Circulation

Movement patterns of pedestrian and
vehicular traffic.

City Planning

The process in which existing resources
and conditions are analysed, and goals,
objectives and development strategies
sets, to guide the spatial growth of the
cities and communities.
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Civil Society

All forms of association and representatives of
a nation or community that are not organs of
the Government or the private sector.

Climate Change

A long-term change in the earth's climate
due to an increase in the average
atmospheric temperature.

Climate Change Mitigation

Technological and policy interventions that
reduce the greenhouse gas emissions from
all levels of land development, business
activities and industrial and commercial
activities.

Climate Risk Management

Minimising and managing the risk posed
by natural hazards such as floods,
droughts, increasing episodes of unsual
temperature variations, etc resulting from
climate change pehnomenon.

Coastal Erosion

The wearing away of land and the removal
of beach or dune sediments by wave
action, tidal currents, wave currents, or
drainage.

Coastal Zone

The area of land and sea along the coast,
including estuaries, onshore areas and
offshore areas, wherever they form an
integral part of the coastal system.
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Collector Road

A roadway providing service which is of
relatively moderate traffic volume, moderate
trip length, and moderate operating speed.
Collector roads collect and distribute traffic
between local roads or arterial roads.

Commercial Use

Activities which are predominantly connected
with the sale, rental and distribution of
products, or delivery of services.

Committed Projects

Plans or projects for implementation
previously approved by the concerned
authority.

Communal open space

An area of land or water (or a combination
of both) set aside within a development
site for use by its residents or visitors
(does not including streets, off-street
parking areas).

Communications Plan

A document outlining how communications
with stakeholders will be done for a plan or a
project.

Community

A group of people, living in some proximity
that share common values.

Community Care Centre

Any facility, place, or building which is
maintained and operated to provide social
services and non-medical residential care
(Medical care may be provided but is ancillary to
the primary use), day care, and home finding
services for children and adults.
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Community Facilities

Facilities used for education, health,
religion, emergency services and other
community services.

Community Participation

A process through which stakeholders
work together and share control over
development initiatives and the decisions
and resources which affect them.

Community Residence

Any dwelling used for accommodation for
persons who require assistance or support
with daily living needs, share communal
spaces and who may be unrelated. The use
may include a resident support worker
engaged or employed in the management
of the residence.

Community-based organization

A non-profit organization that originates
and is developed locally to serve the needs
of the community in which it is based.

Compensation

Money or another item of value given or
received as payment or reparation for a
service or loss of development rights.

Competitiveness Indicator

Refers to various formulae that economists
use to measure competitiveness, e.g.,
between the economies or labour markets of
different countries.

Conceptual Plan

Broad outline, idea or draft of a strategy,
Policy, Program or Proposal.
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Comprehensive Plan

A blueprint for the future. It is a comprehensive
document, long-range in its view, that is
intended to guide development in the township
for the next 10 to 20 years. The Plan sets public
policies regarding growth and development.
The information and concepts presented in the
Plan are intended to guide local decisions on
public and private uses of land, as well as the
provision of public facilities.

Conditional Use

A land use or activity which is only
permitted upon the compliance of a set
conditional requirements.

Conformal Map

A conformal map is a function which
preserves angles. It is called conformal (or
angle-preserving) because it preserves
oriented angles between curves with
respect to their orientation in the complex
plane.

Connectivity

Corresponds to the number, nature and
capacity of pedestrian, cycle transport and
communication/telecommunication links
with other urban settlements and with the
major networks.

Conservation Areas

Areas designated for the purpose of
conserving or protecting natural and heritage
resources, environmental quality and wildlife
habitats.
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Consultative Stakeholder Agencies

Stakeholders consulted during implementation
of policy actions. Must provide all reasonable
assistance.

Contaminated Area

Area contaminated by polluants causing
dangers to human health and environment.

Contaminated Land

Land which has been polluted or harmed
in some way rendering it unfit for safe
development and most practical uses.

Contamination
Presence of substances, for example
microorganisms, chemicals, waste or

sewage, which makes the natural resource
unfit for its intended use.

Contour

Line on a map with a certain property that
is constant, for example elevation, salinity,
etc.

Conurbation

An aggregation or continuous network of
urban communities which have physically
merged through population growth and
expansion.

Convention Centre

A large premise or group of buildings
intended for conventions, conferences or
trade exhibitions/displays.
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Coral Reefs

Underwater structures made from calcium
carbonate secreted by corals.

Corridor

An identified passageway to accommodate
a road, infrastructure or dedicated land
use/activity.

Cost-benefit Analysis

An economic analysis of an undertaking,
involving the conversion of all positive and
negative aspects into common units (e.g.
money), so that the total benefits and the
total costs can be compared.

Cost-effective Alternative

An alternative control or corrective
method identified after analysis as being
the best available in terms of reliability,
performance, and cost.

Critical Facilities

Primary physical structures, technical
facilities and systems which are socially,
economically or operationally essential to
the functioning of a community.

Cross-subsidy

Pay the coasts of business or activity out of
the profits of another business or activity.

Cummulative Environmental Impact

The accumulated sum of all individual
environmental impacts as a result of a
particular development or place.
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Data

Facts and figures from observation or
measurement, from which conclusions can be
drawn. They are pieces of information that
represent the qualitative or quantitative
attributes of a variable or set of variables.

Data Analysis

A process of inspecting, analysing,
transforming, and modeling data with the
goal of highlighting useful information,
suggesting conclusions, and supporting
decision making.

Data Processing

A process that a computer program does
to enter data and summarize, analyze or
convert that data into usable information.

Deliverable

A tangible item that must be produced to
complete the project (Report, Map,
Database, etc...).

Demand-side Management

To reduce the demand for a resource such
as water or energy to meet a set demand
target.

Densification

A process whereby there is a planned
increase in the population density of an
area.

Density

The degree to which an area is filled or
occupied measured in terms of net or
gross population, residential, dwellings,
etc...

Depletion Rate

Rate at which withdrawal depletes the
storage in an aquifer reservoir or resource
deposit.

Desalination Plant

Plant for the extraction of fresh water by
removing salts from sea water.

Desertification

The processes by which an area becomes a
desert through rapid depletion of plant life
and the loss of topsoil at desert boundaries
and in semi arid regions.

Design Guidelines

Criteria established to guide development
to acheive a desired quality in the physical
environment.

Design Hour Volume

The number of vehicles expected to use all
lanes of a roadway in a peak hour in both
directions.

Detailed Plan

Detailed elaboration of land use proposals
such as Action Area Plans, Urban Renewal
Plan etc.

Detatched housing

A house or dwelling that does not share an
external wall with any adjacent house or
dwelling.
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Detention Area / Storage

An area used for detaining water during a
peak rainwater event, for further release
at a desired rate.

Development

Based on MMUP vision, it is any of the
following activities:

a. carrying out building work

b. carrying out site or infrastructure
construction work

c. subdividing a lot

d. rezoning land.

Development Application

An application for approval to undertake
development.

Development Code

A collection of regulations that apply to
development in specific area or zone.

Development Constraints

Natural and man-made elements which
define limitations and restrictions for
future planning and development.

Development Plan

A blueprint for the future. It is a
comprehensive document, long-range in
its view, that is intended to guide
development in the township for the next
10 to 20 years. The Plan sets public policies
regarding growth and development.
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Development Regulations

A set of rules and codes to regulate and
ensure a desired development outcome.
Digital Terrain Model

A 3D digital representation of a terrain's
surface (bare ground surface without any
objects like plants and buildings) created
from terrain elevation data.

Direct Water Flow

Flow of water entering stream channels.

Distribution Substation

A facility which allows electrcity to be
transformed from high-voltage to low-
voltage.

District Center

The fourth level within the QNDF hierarchy of
centers, that functions as a medium density,
mixed use center serving a local population
within a defined urban catchment area.

Drainage

Natural or artificial removal of surface or
subsurface water from a given area.

Drainage Facilities

A system of man-made structures designed to
collect, convey, hold, divert or discharge
stormwater or sewage.

Drainage Retention Structure

an area used for detaining water during a
peak rainwater event, releasing at a
desired rate.
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Drought Index

An index corresponding to levels of
precipitation and temperature in specific
period below the mean levels.

Dry Year

Year during which precipitation or streamflow
is significantly less than the mean.

Dwelling Unit

A single unit that provides complete and
independent living facilities.

Eco City

A city designed with consideration of
environmental impact, and based on the
principles of minimization of required
inputs of energy, water and food, and
waste output of heat, air pollution - CO2,
methane, and water pollution.

Economic Efficiency

A measure of the use of resources so as to
maximize the production of goods and
services.

Eco-recreation

Outdoor recreation opportunities dependent
on a diverse and undisturbed landscape
setting.Eco-recreation is sometines referred
to as eco-tourism.

Ecosphere / Physiological Atmosphere

A portion of the troposphere (from sea
level to an altitude of about 4000 meters)
in which it is possible to breathe normally
without aid.
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Ecosystem

A functional unit of living organisms
(plants, animals, and microbes) and non-
living components, in a given area
interacting together through shared
nutrients and energy flow.

Ecosystem Services

A set of functions fulfilled by aquatic
ecosystems while they remain in a more or
less natural state. Ecosystem services
include economic, social and cultural
benefits.

Ecotourism

A form of low impact tourism activity
located on or near to a fragile, pristine,
and usually protected area.

Educational Facilities

Premises that provide training and instruction
designed to impart knowledge and develop
skills.

Effective Evaporation

Quantity of water evaporated from an
open water surface, or from the ground.

Effectiveness

The capability of producing a desired result
as intended or expected.

Efficiency

Describes the extent to which time or effort is
well used to achieve an intended task or
purpose with a minimum amount or quantity
of waste, expense, or unnecessary effort.
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Effluent

Waste water flowing out of a network
reservoir or treatment plant.

Effluent Seepage

Uncontrolled discharge of effluent to the
ground or to water body.

Emergency Flood Area

An area which accommodates the flow of
significant amounts of rainwater / preciption
during a peak rainfall event.

Enclosure

The use of urban / natural elments to
create a sense of defined space.

Energy Efficiency

An optimum use of generated energy.

Entertainment Facilities

A facilities for leisure and recreation
usually associated with commercial or
retail development.

Environmental Aspects

Elements of an organization's activities,
products or services which can interact
with the environment.

Environmental Audit

An investigation by an organization or
facility to ascertain whether it is operating
according to environmental regulations.

Environmental Checklist

Checklist covering issues and factors relating
to the measurement of enviromental effects.

Environmental Degradation

The reduction of the capacity of the
environment to meet social and ecological
objectives and needs.

Environmental Equity

Equal protection from environmental
hazards for individuals, groups, or
communities, regardless of race, religion,
ethnicity, or economic status.

Environmental Impact

Any direct or indirect effect that an activity,
product and service of an organization may
that have on the environment.

Environmental Impact Assessment

Process used to identify the environmental,
social, and economic impacts of a project
prior to decision-making to avoid/reduce
adverse impacts.

Environmental Law

A body of law consisting of interlocking
statutes, common law, treaties, conventions,
regulations and policies which seek to protect
the natural environment.

Environmental Management

Those aspects of an overall management
function (including planning) that determine
and lead to implementation of environmental
policies designed to protect the enviroment
and/or mitigate enviromental impacts.

Environmental Management Plan

A set of programs and actions that minimise
the adverse impact of development on the
environment.
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Environmental Management System

A system which includes structures,
planning activities, responsibilities,
practices, procurements, processes and
resources for developing, implementing,
achieving, reviewing and maintaining an
environmental policy.

Environmental Policy

A statement providing a framework for
action and the setting of environmental
objectives and targets.

Environmental Protected Areas

Zones in which flora and fauna are
protected which are governed by special
legislation from human and development
activities .

Environmental Risk

Actual or potential threat of adverse
effects on the environment.

Environmental Sustainability

Achieved when the productivity of
lifesupporting natural resources is conserved
or enhanced for use by future generations,
particularly with regard to the production of a
wide range of environmental services, such as
the supply of food and water, food and water,
flood protection, waste management, etc.

Environmental Sustainability Index

A measure of overall progress towards
environmental sustainability. Its scores are
based upon a set of 20 core indicators.
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Environmentally Friendly Industry

Industry producing products which help
improve  nature conditions, and/or
working process cause minimal damage to
the environment.

Expressway

A major highways designed for high speed
travel with few intersections which are
normally grade-separated.

Facade/s

Any side of a building that faces a public
way or space.

Farm

A tract of land, usually with a building,
devoted to growing of crops, raising of
livestock and rearing of fish.

Feasibility study

A study carried out to determine the
likelihood that a project will be successful.

Flooded Area

Area covered by water when streamflow
exceeds the carrying capacity of a channel,
or as a consequence of damming a river
downstream.

Flooding

Temporary inundation of normally dry
land areas from the overflow of inland or
tidal waters.

Floor Area Ratio

The gross floor area of a building on a lot
divided by the area of the lot.
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Forecast

Definite statement or statistical estimate
of the likely occurrence of a future event
or condition.

Freeways

Free flow stretch of road with full control
of access and no cross traffic.

Future Land Use Plan

A plan that guides physical development
such as the location of different land uses,
open space and transport network.

Future Urban Boundary

A planned boundary which is the
jurisdictional limit of urban development
growth. It contains urban development
within a specified area.

Gap Analysis

The identification of the difference
between the desired and current state.

Gateway

The design of a building, site or landscape
to symbolize an entrance or arrival to a
special district.

Gender Analysis

A type of socio-economic analysis that
uncovers how gender impacts on
development outcomes.

Geographic Information System

A computer software that captures,
analyses, and displays interrelated and
geographically linked data.
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General plan

A blueprint for the future. It is a
comprehensive document, long-range in
its view, that is intended to guide
development in the township for the next
10 to 20 years. The Plan sets public policies
regarding growth and development. The
information and concepts presented in the
Plan are intended to guide local decisions
on public and private uses of land, as well
as the provision of public facilities.

Geotechnical Investigation

Information on the physical properties of
soil and rock around a site used to design
earthworks and foundations for proposed
structures.

GIS Database

A fully attributed data model contains
detailed attributes and spatially-related for
each entity.

Global Positioning System

Is a hand-device capable to determine
location, speed, direction, and time
utilizing at least 24 Medium Earth Orbit
satellites that transmit precise microwave
signals.

Goals

General statements that represent a broad
intention and aspiration.

Governance

The process of decision-making and by
which those decisions are implemented.
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Government bodies

Ministries, government bodies, public
authorities, institutions and corporations
to which the government contributes with
a rate of no less than 51%.

Graveyard

Premises used for burial of dead bodies.

Green Development

A land use planning concept that
addresses of community-wide or regional
environmental implications of

development.
Green House Effect

The effect produced as greenhouse gases
allow incoming solar radiation to pass
through the Earth's atmosphere, but
prevent part of the outgoing infrared
radiation from the Earth's surface and
lower atmosphere from escaping into
outer space causing globel warning of the
atmosphere and flow-on impacts for the
biosphere.

Green House Gas

Any of the gases whose absorption of solar
radiation is responsible for the greenhouse
effect, including carbon dioxide, methane,
ozone, and the fluorocarbons.
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Green Industry

Industry producing products which help
improve nature conditions to better and
also during working process cause
minimal damage to environment.

Green Open Space

The Prime function of this type of open
space is for conservation of the natural
environment and for amenity and visual
purpose, and it is not counted towards the
open space standards of provision.

Greenbelt

A buffer area of rural land between the
utility corridor and the urban growth
boundary for Metropolitan Doha which
provides a physical and visual transition
from built-up areas of towns and cities to
the natural desert beyond. Urban uses are
prohibited in this area.

Greenways/Green Corridors

Routes including roads, wadis, corridors
linking different areas within a town or city
as part of a designated and managed
landscape network and used for walking,
cyclng or horse riding, or linking towns and
cities to the surrounding countryside or
parks.

Greyfield Site

An area of economically obsolete urban
development such as a closed shopping
mall, that offers the opportunity for urban
infill development.
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Gross Domestic Product

Represents the value of all the goods and
services produced in an economy, plus the
value of the goods and services imported,
less the goods and services exported.

Gross Floor Area

The total area of all floor levels in a
building.

Gross National Product

The market value of all products and
services produced in one year divided by
the total population.

Groundwater

Subsurface water occupying in the
saturated portions of soils or geological
formations.

Groundwater Recession

Decreasing rate of groundwater discharge
to surface water during periods of no
recharge due to depletion of groundwater
storage.

Groundwater Recharge

The natural or artificial infiltration of water
into the groundwater basin.

Groundwater Reservoir

Permeable water-bearing  formation
capable of yielding exploitable quantities
of water from underground sources.

Groundwater Storage

Quantity of water stored in the saturated
zone of an aquifer.
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Groundwater Table

Surface within the zone of saturation of an
unconfined aquifer over which the
pressure is atmospheric.

Guiding Principles

Strategic planning principles that guide
integrated decision making.

Habitat

An ecological or environmental area
inhabited by a particular animal or plant
species.

Hardscape

Inanimate landscaping elements, such as
any masonry, steelwork, woodwork, etc.

Hazardous Waste

A by-product that poses substantial or
potential threats to public health, safety
and/or environment.

Health Facilities

A premises for health services including
preventative care, diagnosis, medical and
surgical treatment or rehabilitative care
including accommodation and counseling
to persons.

Heat Island

An area of urban development containing
materials/buildings that retain heat which
is significantly hotter than its surrounding

areas, that effects communities by
increasing summer time peak energy
demand, air conditioning costs, air

pollution and greenhouse gas emissions.
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Heritage / Building Restoration

The act or process of accurately depicting
the form, features, and character of a
property as it appeared at a particular
period of time, by means of reconstruction
of missing features from the previous
periods of history.

Heritage Area

Natural, historical and/or  cultural
environments that are of special value for
the present community and for future
generations.

High Impact Industry

Heavy industry which includes industrial
uses that contain noxious elements,
hazardous substances, dust, odor and
noise that affect off-site areas, requiring
isolation of the industrial activity from
more sensitive land uses.

Historic Place

A structure, building, group of buildings,
district, landscape, archaeological site or
other place in that has been formally
recognized for its heritage value.

Humid zone

Zone in which precipitation exceeds
potential evaporation.

Impact (Social, Economic,
Environmental,..etc)

Is the effect of any direct or indirect man-
made actions on physical, social,
economic, or environmental conditions.
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Implementation Plan

A set of actions which are used to execute
the strategies and objectives of a project.
An implementation plan answers the
guestions: who, what, where, and how.

Indicator

Quantitative or qualitative factor or
variable that provides a simple and reliable
means to measure achievement, to reflect
the changes connected to an intervention,
or to help assess the performance of a
development actor.

Indoor Sport and Recreation Facility

A building or premises used for playing of
a game, recreation, instruction, athletics,
sport or entertainment etc.

Industrial Use Zone

The purpose of this land use zone is to
provide for a wide range of service, low,
medium, or high impact industrial
activities along with uses that support and
promote industrial business activity.

Industrial Waste

A type of waste produced by industrial
activity.

Infill Area

Scattered vacant lands within developed area
that are suitable for future expansions and
densification.

Infill development

Development that occurs on the vacant
lands within the existing urban limits.
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Informal Housing

illegal, unregistered housing built in the
absence of zoning regulations, land
subdivision laws and building regulations.

Infrastructure

Essential services, such as: sewerage, potable
water, solid waste management, stormwater
drainage, electrical, telecommunications and
transportation systems.

Institutional Arrangements

The manner in which government bodies
and other entities undertake specific roles,
responsibilities and functions for the
implementation of QNDF policies and
policy actions.

Institutional Effectiveness

The systematic, explicit and documented
process of measuring performance against the
strategic objectives and vision of an
organisation and the needs and expectations of
its stakeholders.

Institutional Framework

The relationship or transaction between
two or more parties and encompasses the
rules that govern rights and obligations
that the parties have to observe.

Institutional Mechanisms

Legal arrangements for the management,
the primary purpose and main functions of
an organisation which is facilitating
cooperation among the stakeholders and
coordinating their efforts.

Institutional Sustainability

Achieved when institutions, structures and
processes have the capacity to continue to
perform their functions over the long term.
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Integrated Coastal Zone Management

A comprehensive policy, legal and
institutional framework to ensure that
development and management plans for
coastal zones are integrated with
environmental and social goals and are
made with the particpation of those
affected.

Integrated Planning

A process involving the drawing together
of level and sector specific planning efforts
which permits strategic decision-making
and provides a synoptic view of resources
and commitments.

Integrated Resource Planning

A comprehensive, interdisciplinary approach
to resource planning that encompasses
resource assessment, demand considerations,
risk management, analysis of alternatives,
multidimensional modeling, and participatory
decision making.

Integrated Water Plan

A plan that considers all water uses,
municipal supply, environmental flows,
agricultural, hydropower generation,
industrial and the protection from the
harmful effects of water and water quality.

Intensive Animal Husbandry

The use of premises for commercial or
other non-domestic operations involving
the raising, keeping or farming of animals
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Interim Zoning

Regulation imposed on a temporary basis
while further planning is undertaken.

Inundation

Overwhelming areas with water that are
not normally submerged. Controlled
spreading of water for irrigation, etc.

Joint Management

A partnership arrangement between
different organisations to share the
responsibilty and authority for decision
making or the management of a resource
or project.

Key Stakeholder Agencies

Key stakeholders in determination of
policy and/or decisions arising from the
implementation of a policy action.
Responsible for supporting the Lead
Agency and must provide all reasonable
assistance as stated in the Qatar National
Development Framework.

Knowledge Based Economy

An economy with a greater dependence
on knowledge, information and high skill
levels.

Knowledge Based Industries

Industries which are intensive in the use of
technologies and applied learning, including
green technologies, telecommunications,
media research and development, etc.
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Labor Accommodation

Cost efficient accommodation for laborers
supported by essential facilities and
services that is compliant  with
international health and safety standards.

Lagoon

Shallow body of water which has a
restricted inlet from the sea.

Lake

Inland water body of considerable size and
depth surrounded by land.

Land Acquisition

The process for acquring the land for
public purposes.

Land Budget

Itemized summary of proposed/allocated
land for different uses for a specific
project.

Land Capability

Land capability assesses the limitations to
land use imposed by land characteristics
and  physical constraints, specifies
management options.

Land Categorization

a classification of land defined by a set of
criteria, such as zoning, features, land
uses, etc.

Land Management

The process of managing the use and
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Land Suitability

The suitability of land for uses that in their
process do not adversely affect local
amenity through the production of noise,
air pollutants, waste materials, or ather
undesirable impacts.

Land Under Investigation

Land that is currently not considered
necessary, but potentially may be suitable, for
urban purposes dependent upon appropriate
timing and the timely provision of
infrastructure.

Land Use Inventory

A database of the lands and their uses within
the community including both developed and
undeveloped land. Evaluating the current land
use patterns, densities and relationships assist
in determining land available to meet the
community’s future land use needs.

Land Use Law

Law enacted by the local legislature for the
regulation of any aspect of land use and
community resource protection, including
zoning, subdivision, special use permit, site
plan regulation, or any other regulation
that prescribes the appropriate use of
property, the scale, location and intensity
of development.

Land Use Plan

A plan showing the recommended location
and intensity of development for public
and private land uses, such as residential,
commercial, industrial, recreational and
agricultural.
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Land Use Planning

Set of processes and procedures which
regulate the distribution of land uses and
is responsible for policies covering the
development, conservation or change of
human-made or natural features.

Land Use Regulation

A set of rules and codes to regulate and
ensure a desired use of the land.

Land Value

A monetary value for land, assigned by the
relevant public authority or by the market.

Landmark

Structures and spaces with significant
features that create distinct visual
orientation points that provide a sense of
location to the observer.

Landscape

The visible natural and scenic features of
an area of land, including the man made
and natural elements.

Landscaping

Modification of the landscape in an urban
area, for aesthetic or environmental
purposes etc.

Large Gathering

A group of persons (seven or more with
usually no family relation) of the same
gender usually sharing a housing unit.
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Lead Agency

The Agency that is responsible for
directing and implementing the action.
Also responsible for reporting annually on
progress of implementation.

Legislation

Law/s and regulation which have been
promulgated by a governing body, or the
process of making such laws and regulations.

Legislative Planning Framework

The strategic policies, plans, processes,
regulations, ordinances and legislation
that manage land use planning and
development.

Light Rail System

A rail based form of public transport that
generally has a lower capacity and lower
speed than heavy rail and metro systems,
but higher capacity and higher speed than
street-running tram systems.

Living Environment

A description of the conditions and
surroundings in which people live, work or

play.
Local Agenda 21

Framework for activity developed in a
participatory approach to address the
combined issues of environment protections
and fair and equitable development for all
within the local teir.
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Local Center

The fifth level within the QNDF hierarchy
of centers, that provides for the daily
convenience shopping requirements of the
local population generally within a
walkable 400m catchment area.

Local Road

A roadway providing service which is of
relatively low traffic volume, short trip
length, and slow operating speed.

Logical Framework (Logframe)

Management tool used to improve the
design of interventions, most often at the
project level. It involves identifying
strategic elements (inputs, outputs,
outcomes, impact) and their causal
relationships, indicators, and the
assumptions or risks that may influence
success and failure. It thus facilitates
planning, execution and evaluation of a
development intervention.

Logistic Centre

The hub of a specific area where all the
activities relating to transport, logistics and
goods distribution are carried out, on a
commercial basis, by various operators.

Logistic Platform

A specialized area with the infrastructure
and services required for co-modal
transportation and added value of the
products making use of the infrastructure.
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Logistics

Planning, organizing and managing activities
that provide goods or services.

Lot

A piece of land, defined by cadastral
boundaries.

Low Impact Industry

Industries that in their process do not
adversely affect local amenity through the
production of noise, air pollutants, or
waste materials.

Major Trip Generators or Attractors

Concentrated areas of intense land use or
activity that produces or attracts a
significant number of local trip ends.

Manhole

An inspection chamber or shaft which
provides access to infrastructure located
below ground.

Map Projections

A method of representing the surface of a
sphere or other three-dimensional body
on a plane.

Marine Spatial Planning

A tool that brings together multiple users
of the ocean - including, industry,
government and end users — to make
informed and coordinated decisions about
how to use marine resources sustainably.

Mass Transit

A transport system for the movement of
passengers in large numbers, such as
Metro rail, Bus Rapid Transit, etc.
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Master Plan

A comprehensive spatial plan which
describes and maps the form of urban
development in a region, municipality,
center, local area or precinct. It shows
future land uses, built form and urban
design requirements, development
regulations, major infrastruct

Medium Impact Industry

Industrial activities that involve the
manufacturing of materials into products,
including machinery, equipment, textiles,
building materials, etc. which have
manageable impacts on surrounding areas.

Mega-project

Large-scale development projects carried
out by private and/or government sector,
classified as such due to its size and impact
on the wider community and environment.

Methodology

A guideline system/approach for solving a
problem, with specific components such as
phases, tasks, methods, techniques and
tools.

Metropolitan Area

A large, densely populated urban area,
usually including cities and contiguous
built-up areas. It is also an area where
infrastructure is provided on a regional
scale.

Metropolitan Center

The second level within the QNDF
heirarchy of centers, that functions as
secondary economic hubs supporting the
Capital City by providing a wide range of
services and activities.
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Metropolitan Doha

The developed area of Doha bordered by
the Utility Corridor and the metropolitan
Greenbelt, and encompassing Doha
municipality and the urban areas of Al
Rayyan, Al Daayen, Umm Slal and Al Wakra
municipalities.

Metropolitan Region / Metropolitan Area

A settlement system consisting of a large
city (together with its suburbs) and its
adjacent zones of influence, which may
comprise various urban centres of
different sizes.

Minister for Municipality and Urban
Planning

the Minister responsible for the Government
Department that has primary responsibility for
urban planning and development.

Mission

The mission is the key building block in the
entire planning process. It succinctly states
clearly, simply, and explicitly what the
Agency wants to do or be, and can do or
be. It reflects opportunities, capabilities,
and values.

Mitigation Conditions

Conditions imposed by a reviewing body
on a proposed development project or
other action to mitigate its adverse impact
on the environment.

Mitigation Measures

Any actions undertaken as a result of the
conditions imposed to mitigate the
adverse impacts that a project or activity
may have on the environment.
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Mixed - Use Center

A centre that includes a wide mix of
compatible uses and activities.

Mixed use

Land use that provides for a wide mix of
compatible uses and activities.

Mixed-Use Development

A mix of residential, retail, commercial,
institutional, or other compatible land uses
in an urban location such as a town center,
neighborhood, or building.

Monitoring

Continual observation and evaluation
aimed at discovering and measuring
deviation from a plan or planning process.

Municipal Spatial Development Plans
(MSDP’s)

A regulatory spatial land use plan for the
municipality which may contain a
Structure Plan, Town Center Plans, Action
Area Plans, and detailed land use zones
and regulations which are designed to
inform and enforce decisions on future
land use development

National Housing Program

Governmental program for the provision
of land for housing for Qatari citizens.

National Significant Project

A project declared a National Significant
Project by the Minister for Municipality
and Urban Planning using the process
established in the Qatar National
Development (QNDF) Regulations 2012.
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National Spatial Strategy 2032

An integrated set of urban strategies,
planning objectives, polices and policy
actions in the form of a physical master
plan to address existing and future
population and economic  growth
expectations for Qatar to 2032.

National Water Plan

A national plan incorporating the
formulation, implementation and control
of strategies and criteria intended to
ensure an accurate assessment of water
demand and supply.

Natural Resource

A material such as timber, water, habitat,
or a mineral deposit, that occurs in a
natural state.

Natural/Semi Natural Space

Areas of undeveloped or previously
developed land with residual natural
habitats which have been planted or
colonized by vegetation and wildlife,
including but not limited to desert.

Needs Assessment

A process for determining the needs or
gaps between current and desired
conditions.

Node / Interchange

A place where two or more public streets
intersect, characterized by high level of
human land use and transport activity,
multi uses, complicated movements, and
the intersection of transportation modes.
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Non Potable Water

Water which is not used, or intended to be
available for use, by humans for drinking,
cooking, food preparation, personal
hygiene or similar purposes.

Nonconforming Use

A type of zoning variance where a parcel
of land may be given an exception from
current zoning ordinances due to
improvements made by a prior owner or
before the current zoning ordinances
made the desired use non-conforming
under local law.

Non-Governmental Organizations

Any non-profit, voluntary citizens' group
which is organized on a local, national or
international level and driven by people
with a common interest.

Non-renewable Resource

A natural resource which cannot be
reproduced, grown, generated, or used on
a scale which can sustain its consumption
rate. Once depleted there is no more
available for future needs.

Non-Urban Land

Land identified in the QNDF Structure
Plans which is considered not suitable for
development for urban purposes and
includes areas set aside for Environmental
Protected Areas, Greenbelt, Desert
Land,Small Scale Tourist Accommodation
and Primary production.

Noxious and Hazardous Industries

Industrial activities that have the potential
for extreme adverse impact on the land
uses and the surrounding environment.
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Objectives

Specific and measurable targets for
accomplishing goals.

Operational Costs

The day-to-day expenses incurred in

running an Agency or project.

Opportunity Cost

The cost of any activity measured in terms
of the value (monetary or other value) of
other alternatives forgone (that is not
chosen).

Outcomes

The changes, benefits, or other effects
that happen as a result of what the project
or organisation offers or provide.

Outdoor Recreation
A recreation or sportsactivity that:

a. has a direct connection to the rural, natural
or resource value of the premises; and

b. is performed outside of a building; and

c. requires areas of open space; and

d. may include work necessary to manage
safety and

Output

The amount of work, goods, or services
produced by company or an individual in a
period.

Parcel

A piece of land, defined by cadastral
boundaries.
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Passive Open Space

Recreation open space which s
landscaped as parks, gardens, sitting out
areas, waterfront promenades, paved

areas for informal activities, jogging and
fitness circuits etc. where people can enjoy
the surroundings in a leisurely manner.

Peak Hour Factor

Factor used to account for variations in
flow within the peak hour.

Peak Hour(s)

That time period during which the
maximum amount of travel occurs. It may
be specified as the morning peak hour, or
afternoon/evening peak hour, or as both
combined.

Pedestrian Oriented Development

Development design with an emphasis
primarily on pedestrianisation rather than
on auto access and parking areas.

Performance Indicator

A measure commonly used to help an
organization to define and evaluate how
successful it is in a certain time.

Performance Management

A process of managing a project or
resources based on the performance
indicators.

Peripheral Regions

Areas located far away from the main
urban and economic centres. Peripheral
regions generally have lower economic
potential and accessibility than the more
central ones.
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Peri-urban Area

A transitional or interaction zone, where
urban and rural activities are adjacent to
each other.

Peri-urban Areas / Semi-urban Areas

Areas that are in some form of transition
from strictly rural to urban. These areas
often form the immediate urban-rural
interface and may eventually evolve into
being fully urban.

Permeability

An indicative measure of accessibility
through the urban environment, such as
buildings, open spaces, etc.

Phase

A stage or part of a process.

Pilot Scheme

Activity or projects planned as a test or
trial.

Pilot Study

Activity or projects planned as a test or
trial.

Planning Brief

An outline of the vision for the planning of an
area indicating the broad principles and
objectives sought, which should be followed
in its development.

Planning Framework

A planning strategy which outlines the vision
for the planning of an area indicating the
broad principles and priorities which should
be followed in its development, and the way
in which spatial policies can be integrated.
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Playground
Area providing safe and accessible
opportunities for children's play are

typically linked to housing area.

Plot

A piece of land, defined by cadastral

boundaries.

Policy

A directive set by an agency in order to
achieve its goals and objectives.

Policy Action

An action required to be undertaken by
one or more stakeholders to achieve the
outcomes of the Policy.

Pollution

Any alteration in the character or quality
of the environment which renders it unfit,
or less fit, for certain uses.

Polycentric Spatial Structure / Polycentric
Spatial Development

A spatial settlement pattern comprising a
series of urban nodes or centers. It assumes
that a plurality of urban agglomerations of
similar size exist at the various levels of the
urban hierarchy, as opposed to situations
where a single large urban centre

Polycentric Urban Structure

A spatial structure comprising a series of
urban nodes/centers distributed throughout a
municipality or region.
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Population Census

The overall process of collecting, classifying,
assessing, analyzing, disseminating and
providing all demographic, economic and
social data pertaining to all persons within the
borders of the state or in a precisely specified
part of it in a specified time period.

Population Distribution

A spatial term which describes the
arrangement or spread of the population
over an area.

Population Policy

A set of measures taken by a Government to
influence population change (either to
increase, decrease or modify the distribution).

Port Facility

Harbour used predominantly for shipping
purposes including its channels, turning
basins, wharves, docks, etc.

Potable Water / Drinking Water

Water which is used, or intended to be
available for use, by humans for drinking,
cooking, food preparation, personal hygiene or
similar purposes.

Potable Water Facilities

The system of structures designed to
collect, treat, or distribute potable water,
and includes water wells, treatment
plants, reservoirs, and distribution mains.

Potential

Assets opportunities and favourable
conditions for future development.
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Precautionary Approach

Avoiding a solution that is irriversible,
because the assumptions on which the
solution is based may prove incorrect.

Present Value

The value of a time-dependent benefit or
cost, and is obtained by discounting the
values back through time to the present.

Primary Industry

Means agriculture, apiculture, aquaculture,
horticultural, cropping, foresting and pastoral
industry, and includes intensive animal
husbandry.

Primate City

It is the leading city in its country or
region, disproportionately larger than any
other cities in the urban hierarchy.
Principal Use

The predominant use of a lot that is
permitted under the zoning regulations.
Private Property

Property held by a private individual or
entity other than a governmental agency.
Productivity

The ratio of outputs to inputs.

Program Management

A group of related projects managed in a
coordinated way to obtain benefits and
control not available from managing them
individually.
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Prohibited Uses

Land use activities which are not permitted to
occur in a given zone.

Project

A temporary endeavor undertaken to
create a unique product, service, or result.

Project Evaluation

Evaluation of an individual development
intervention designed to achieve specific
objectives within specified resources and
implementation schedules, often within
the framework of a broader program.

Project Life Cycle

A logical sequence of activities to accomplish
the project’s goals or objectives.

Project Logic

A model that arrays the resources,
activities and goals of a plan or project to
allow the relationships to be clearly
viewed and understood.

Project Management

The application of knowledge, skills, tools
and techniques to project activities to
meet the requirements of the project
requirements.

An approved document that is a statement
of how and when a project's objectives are
to be achieved and controlled, by showing
the major products, milestones, activities
and resources required on the project.
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Project Milestone

A significant point in a project, usually
completion of a major deliverable or a
checkpoint.

Property Rights

The right to possess, use and dispose of
land or the improvements on it.

Public Art

Site specific artwork created to enhance
and animate publicly accessible spaces
through artistic interpretations that range
from individual sculpture to integrated
architectural and landscape features and
treatments.

Public Domain

Includes all exterior places, linkages and
built form elements that are physically
and/or visually accessible regardless of
ownership.

Public Park

Areas of land normally enclosed, designed,
managed and maintained for the
enjoyment of the general public.

Public Participation

A process through which stakeholders
work together and share control over
development initiatives and the decisions
and resources which affect them.

Public Realm

Includes all exterior places, linkages and
built form elements that are physically
and/or visually accessible regardless of
ownership.
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Public Transport System

A large-scale transportation system
Providing transport services and nodes
intended for the general use of the
population.

Pumping Station

A facility in which pumps are located and
operated for irrigation, water supply or
drainage purposes.

Purification

Treatment of water to remove harmful or
undesirable physical properties or chemical
substances and living organismes.

Qatar National Development Framework
2032

The national spatial development strategy
for Qatar to the year 2032, prepared by
MMUP containing Structure Plans for the
nation as a whole, for Metropolitan Doha
and each Municipality, and planning
policies and policy actions for managing
growth and building sustainable and
livable communities.

Qatar National Development Strategy
2011-2016

A mid-term strategy document prepared by
the GSDP that outlines the process of
achieving Qatar's National Vision (2030) by
focusing on social, economic and enviromental
the policy and implementation strategies of a
range of sectors and agencies.
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Qatar National Master Plan (QNMP)

A program of work undertaken by the
Ministry of Municipality and Urban Planning,
to address and plan for the spatial needs of
Qatar in response to future population and
economic growth, and the spatial
development objectives of the Qatar
National Vision 2030.

Qatar National Vision 2030

A high-level policy document prepared by the
GSDP, that outlines Qatar’s long-term vision
and outcomes and provides a framework
within  which national strategies and
implementation plans can be developed.

Qualitative Study

A study attempts to measure the
complexity of a given topic and often
involves narrative responses to questions,
rather than categorical responses.

Quality Assurance

Quality assurance encompasses any
activity that is concerned with assessing
and improving the merit or the worth of a
development intervention or its
compliance with given standards.

Quality of Life

A description of individual preferences and
perception of the desired social, environment
and economic well-being of a community.

Quantitative Study

A study that relies upon statistics and
measures that can be expressed numerically.
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Radial Road Routes

Major roads which provide direct link
between the centre of an urban area and
the outer districts.

Reconfiguring a lot

Subdivision or amalgamation of a lot
including changing boundaries and creating
easements.

Recreation

The pursuit of leisure time activities
occurring in an indoor or outdoor setting.

Recreation Facility

A premises or site used by the public for
both active and passive recreational
purposes.

Recreation Open Space

Outdoor Open-air space which is used
principally for active and/or passive
recreation use, and it is counted towards
the open space standards of provision.

Regulated Flow

Flow in a stream that has been subjected
to regulation by water control structures
or diversions.

Regulatory Framework

A system of regulations and the means to
enforce them, usually established by a
government to regulate a specific activity.

Regulatory Institution

A body which is responsible for the
development and enforcement of the
regulatory framework.

Regulatory Provisions

Detailed rules which provide legal force to
land use plans, and which regulate how
and what land uses may be undertaken in
particular areas.

Remote Sensing

The acquisition of information about an
object or phenomenon without making
physical contact with the object.

Request for Proposal

A formal invitation (solicitation) that
contains a scope of work for a service or
product, which seeks a formal response
(proposal) describing both methodology
and financial details to supply the service
or product.

Residential Zone

The purpose of this zone is to cater for
predominately residential activities
supported by a range of community uses
and small scale commercial enterprises
that service local residents.

Resource Allocation

The determination and allotment of
resources to carry out a task.

Resource Plan

A component of a project definition
document stating how the project will be
resourced.
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Results-based Management

Approach to management designed to
improve  programme  delivery and
management effectiveness, efficiency and
accountability that focuses on achieving
defined results, and should be applied in
all stages of programming”.

Right of Way

The space provided between property
lines dedicated for pedestrian and traffic
movement.

Ring Road Routes

Roads that surround cities or metropolitans to
connect different attraction points without
passing through internal roads.

Rio Convention on Biological Diversity
1992

This convention aimed at protecting and
promoting the sustainable use of the
earth’s biodiversity, defined as variability
among all living organismsand ecosystems.

Risk Assesment

The process based on (and following) risk
analysis and aiming at determining
whether the acceptable level of risk has
been achieved.

Risk Management

The process of identifying, controlling and
mitigating all types of risk that affect a
project.

Risk Management Framework

The strategies to manage risk typically
including avoiding the risk, reducing the
negative effect or probability of the risk.
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Road Capacity

The maximum number of vehicles that can
reasonably be expected to pass over a
given roadway in a given time period
under the prevailing roadway and traffic
conditions.

Rural Area / Countryside

Sparsely settled areas without significant
large cities or towns. The countryside
refers to certain forms of landscapes and
land uses where agriculture and natural
areas play an important part.

Rural Development

Development for the well-being of people
in non urban areas by building their
cultural, social, human, economic and
environmental assets.

Rural/Desert Area

Land that is suitable for a wide range of

rural uses and primary production
activities and not required for urban
purposes.
Rush Hour

That hour during which the maximum
amount of travel occurs. It may be
specified as the morning peak hour, or
afternoon/evening peak hour, or as both
combined.

Sand Dune

A hill of sand formed by interaction with
the flow of air or water.
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Satellite Dish

A circular dish or other antenna used to
send and/or receive communications via
satellite or microwave.

Scale

The proportion or apparent size of an
object on the ground to its apparent size.

Scope of Work

A range of defined activities or tasks to
undertake a project.

Sea Level Rise

As a consequence of global warming due
to increased greenhouse gas emission,
water bodies become warmer (expansion)
and cause a vast areas of the glaicers and
the ice caps to release significant volume
of water through the melting processes.

Sector Plan

A plan that compliments the Master Plan,
which specifically deals with the development
of a sector, such as transport.

Sediment

A naturally occurring material that is broken
down by processes of geological weathering
and erosion, and is subsequently transported
by the action of wind, water, or ice, and/or
by the force of gravity acting on the particle
itself.
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Semi-arid Zone

Zone in which in some years precipitation
is insufficient to maintain cultivation /
Zone in which evaporation exceeds
precipitation.

Semi-detached Housing

Pairs of houses built side by side as units
sharing a common wall.

Sense of Place

The feeling associated with a location,
based on a unique identity and other
memorable qualities.

Septic Tank

A tank with usually underground, into
which sewage flows, the deposited matter
being wholly, or partially broken down
through anaerobic action.

Set-back

A required minimum horizontal distance
between a building line and property
boundaries.

Sewerage System

A system designed for the collection,
transmission, treatment, or disposal of

sewage and includes trunk mains,
interceptors, treatment plants and
disposal systems.
Shopping Centre
Premises containing two or more

individual tenancies that are comprised
primarily of shops and which function as
an integrated retail complex.
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Shoreline

The line along which the land surface
meets the water surface of a ocean, sea,
or lake.

Showroom

Premises used primarily for the sale of
goods of a related product line that are of
a size, shape or weight that requires:

(a) a large area for handling, display or
storage; and

(b) direct vehicle access to the building by
members of the public for loading and
unloading items purchased or hired.

Single Unit Dwelling

A premises used as a principal place of
residence by one household unit.

Site Coverage

The percentage of the total ground floor
area of all structures on a site in relation to
its total land area.

Site Plan

A detailed plan, to scale, showing all
existing features (structures, contours,
landscape, services, etc.) and proposed
features on a particular area of study.

Site Survey

A collection of data regarding a particular
site's physical, social and economic
features.
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Small Gatherings/Clusters

A group of persons of the same gender
usually staying in one housing unit. They
live as a group (collectively) but there is no
family relation between them. Their
number ranges between 2 and 6 persons.

Small Scale Tourist Accommodation
Facility

A Facility that makes units or space available
for separate hire over a short term by
tourists or travelers including, but not limited
to a holiday cabin, a motel room, a hotel
room, an apartment, a guesthouse, a
camping site and a caravan park site
provided:

a.the total number of separate units or
spaces made available is no more than
twenty; and

b. the total capacity of the facility is for no
more than 100 people; and

c.the gross floor area for tourist
accommodation is no more than 1000 sq m.
Social cost

The total cost to society of an economic
activity.
Social Infrastructure

Infrastructure to support social activities
and human interactions / needs.

Softscape

The elements of landscape that do not
involve construction that mainly include
horticultural elements such as trees,
palms, shrubs and flowers.
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Solid Waste Facilities

collection,
solid and
transfer
recycling

Systems designed for the
processing or disposal of
hazardous wastes, including
stations, processing plants,
plants, and disposal systems.

Spatial Planning

The methods used by the public sector to
influence the distribution of people and
activities in spaces at various scales as well as
the location of the various infrastructures,
recreation and nature areas.

Sports Areas

Large and generally flat areas of grassland
or specially designed surfaces, used
primarily for designated sports (including
but not limited to playing fields, golf
courses and tennis courts).

Stakeholder

Any person or group with a vested interest
in the outcome of a project or plan.

Stakeholder Engagement

A process involving a range of activities
and interactions between stakeholders
over the life of a project.

Stormwater Management

A process to manage the quality and
quantity of storm water flows on/from a
site.
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Strategic Environmental Assessment

Systematic process for evaluating the
environmental consequences of policies,
plans, programmes or proposals to ensure
that they are addressed on par with
economic and social consideratings and
early in the decision-making process.

Strategic Planning

A planning approach that seeks to develop
strategies for achieving a vision, which will
be implemented through a set of specific
projects. The planning process begins with
SWOT analysis ends with a list of projects
and implementation programs with the
participation of all stakeholders.

Strategy

A plan of action designed to achieve a
vision, including policies, programs needed
for implementation.

Street Furniture

Equipment placed along streets, including
lighting, bins, signage, benches, etc.

Street-line

The outside line of a required right-of-way
or road allowance (the same as the
property line).
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Streetscape

The visual elements of a street, including
the road, adjoining buildings, street
furniture, trees and open spaces, etc, that
combine to form the street's character.

Structure Plan

A generalized spatial plan to guide the
preparation of more detailed master plans
for specific areas, by defining the broad
distribution of future land uses, the location
and nature of trunk infrastructure, and other
key strategic features such as transpo

Subdivision of Land
Creating lots by:

a. subdividing another lot; or

b. amalgamating 2 or more lots; or

c. rearranging the boundaries of a lot by
registering a new plan of subdivision; or

d. dividing land into parts by agreement; or
e. creating an easement giving access to a lot
from a constructed road.

Subdivision Plan

A Plan which depicts the parcellisation of an
area/land for the purpose of development
and sale/allocation.
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Suburbanisation

A process related to the development of
suburbs around large cities and metropolitan
areas. The process of suburbanisation is
generated by the growth (increase of total
population) as well as by internal re-
structuring of cities.

Surface Water

All waters on the earths surface that lie in
rawdah, wadi, streams, rivers, ponds,
lakes, etc.

Sustainability

In a general sense is the capacity to support,
maintain or endure. Since the 1980s human
sustainability has been related to the
integration of environmental, economic, and
social dimensions towards global stewardship
and responsible management of resource

Sustainable City

A city designed with consideration of
environmental impact, and based on the
principles of minimization of required
inputs of energy, water and food, and
waste output of heat, air pollution - CO2,
methane, and water pollution.

Sustainable Development

Development that aims to meets the
needs of the present generation without
harming the ability of future generations
to meet their needs.

Swamp

Lowland or wetland usually inundated at
all times, often adjoining rivers, lakes and
estuaries.
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Target Population

A particular group of people that is
identified (based on a geographical area
and their demographic characteristics) as
the intended recipient of a project and/or
planning study.

Task Force

A unit or entity established to work on a
single defined task or activity.

Technopole / Technology Centre /
Technology Park / Science Park

An area where numerous private and public

activities  pertaining to research and
development, technological development,
technology transfer, high-level scientific

education, high-tech manufacturing activities
and services, etc. are concentrated.

Telecommunication Tower

a structure that is associated with
telecommunication equipment such as
anteneas, dishes, lines, etc.

Template

A document that provides the user with
the format and standard content for a
certain type of document.

Temporary Accommodation

Residential accommodation that is intended
to be provided on construction site, or
immediately adjoining a site, for a period of
not more than three years and:

a. contains a sleeping compartment, whether
or not it issued; or

b. is a building that contains facilities required
to service a sleeping compartment.
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The Natural Environment

This encompasses all living and non-living
things occuring naturally on the earth.

Topographic Map

A map which represents spatial data in
terms of the physical and man-made
features with contours.

Topographic Survey

A type of survey that involves the
collection of representation of physical
heights, features, etc., of any portion of
the surface of the earth.

Tourist Accommodation

Units or space available for separate hire
over a short term by tourists or travellers
including, but not limited to a holiday
cabin, a motel room, a hotel room, an
apartment, a guesthouse, a camping site
and a caravan park site.

Town Center

The third level within the QNDF hierarchy
of centers, that functions as a medium to
high density mixed use center.

Town Center (Industrial Area)

The same as a Town Centre, with emphasis
towards meeting the needs of QP's
industrial workforce.
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Townscape

The appearance and character of a town's
features taken together as a whole.

Tram

Street based rail vehicle with low speed
used to commute public within a city.

Transit Oriented Development

Urban development located around public
transport services and stations characterized
by mixed uses and higher density urban
development at the TOD node with
progressively reducing density spreading
outward from the center.

Transit System

A public transport system for the movement
of passengers in large numbers, such as
Metro rail, Bus Rapid Transit, etc.

Transport Corridor

A generally linear tract of land reserved for
transport/transit related facitlities, be it
road, rail, etc.

Transport Mode

A term used to distinguish between
different forms of transport, such a rail,
bus, car,etc.

Treated Sewerage Effluent

Effluent that has been treated through
chemical, biological, and mechanical means,
for reuse.
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Treated Solid Waste

Municipal waste treated for safe disposal.

Unconfined Aquifer

Aquifer containing unconfined groundwater
with a free water table and an unsaturated
zone.

Urban

A descriptive term used to define the built
up area of a city.

Urban Agglomeration

An extended city or town area comprising
the built-up area and any suburbs linked
by continuous development.

Urban Area

An area which physically forms part of a
town or city and is characterised by an
important share of built-up surfaces, high
density of population and employment
and significant amounts of transport and
other infrastructure (as opposed to rural
areas).

Urban Context

A set of circumstances or facts
surrounding an area or site, including
factors such as traffic, activities and land
uses as well as landscape and built form.

Urban Density

The degree to which an area is filled or
occupied measured in terms of net or
gross population, residential development,
etc.
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Urban Design

A process of giving form, shape, and
character to groups of buildings/landforms
and structures, to whole neighborhoods,
and the city.

Urban Development

The evolution of a specific (urban) area or
as the various activities contributing to
develop this area.

Urban Growth Boundary

The jurisdictional limit of urban development
for Metropolitan Doha and each municipality,
which prevents urban sprawl onto adjoining
rural and greenbelt areas retained for non-
urban uses such as agriculture and low impact
recreational and environmental activities.

Urban Heritage Rehabilitation

Revitalization of historical and archaeological
monuments and sites as an cultural and
historic asset for the community.

Urban Land

Land indentified in the QNDF Structure Plans
which is considered potentially suitable for
development or redevelopment for urban
purposes and includes uses such as housing,
industry, business/commercial, community
facilities, tourist facilities, sport, recreation
and urban open space.
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Urban Management

A set of public policies developed and applied
at local or metropolitan level addressing a
wide range of issues(land-use, transportation,
housing, urban renewal, environmental
protection, waste management... etc.).

Urban Policies

A set of directives to achieve urban goals
and objectives.

Urban Regeneration and Revitalisation

Transforming the obsolete socio-economic
base of certain urban areas into a more
sustainable socio-economic base through
the attraction of new activities and
companies, modernisation of the urban
fabric, improvement of the urban
environment and diversification of the social
structure.

Urban Rehabilitation

The rehabilitation of city areas by
renovating or replacing dilapidated buildings
with new housing, public buildings, parks,
roadways, industrial areas, etc...

Urban Renewal

The process where an urban neighborhood
or area is improved and rehabilitated. The
renewal process can include demolishing
old or run-down buildings, constructing
new, up-to-date housing, or adding in
features.
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Urban Restoration

Regenerating and conserving the built
heritage or the urban environment,
including the ecosystemes.

Urban Sprawl

Uncontrolled spreading of urban development
into areas adjoining the edge of a city.

Urban Structure / Settlement Structure

A morphological /functional distribution of
towns, cities and other settlements which
results is a defined spatial structure.

Urbanisation

A long-term process which characterises
both the increasing share of population
living in towns and cities and the growth of
urban areas.

Utilities Corridor

A generally linear tract of land reserved for
infrastructure related facitlities.

Utility Provider

An entity that plans, owns, operates and
manages infrastructure.

Vehicle Trips Ends

Origin and destination locations of trips.
Vision

An expression of a desired future outcome.
Wadi

A natural channel which is dry except
during rainfall events.
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Warehouse

Place for inventory storage providing the

storage link between producer and
customer.

Waste Management

Purposeful, systematic control of the

generation, storage, collection, transport,
separation, processing, recycling, recovery,
and disposal of solid, liquid and hazardous
wastes.

Wastewater

Water containing the waste matter (liquid
and/or solid) generated by a community,
manufacturing process, or industrial plant.

Water Basin

A topographic region in which all water
drains to a common area.

Water Catchment Area

The intake area of an aquifer and all areas
that contribute to surface water run-off
generated from rainfall and other
subsurface dranaiges to the intake area.

Water Conservation

Measures introduced to minimise the
amount of water used for any purpose.

Water Demand

The water requirements for a particular
purpose, such as irrigation, power production,
municipal supply, plant transpiration or
storage.

Water Depletion

Continued withdrawal of water at a rate
greater than the rate of replenishment.
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Water Discharge

Volume of water that passes a given point
in a given period of time.

Water Pollution

Degradation of a body of water by a
substance or condition to such a degree
that the water fails to meet specified
standards or cannot be used for a specific
purpose.

Water Pricing

A tool used to determine the cost of
water, based on production, distribution,
maintenance, supply and demand of
water.

Water Reservoir

Body of water, generally man-made, used
for storage and control of water.

Water Resource Development

A programme of works undertaken to
obtain the benefit from a water resource
that is already being derived.

Water Resources Planning

Involves the development, conservation
and allocation of a water resource, and
seeks to match water availability and
demand, taking into account the full set of
objectives and constraints.

Water Supply

Source or volume of water available for
use.

Water Use

Utilization of water by end users for a
specific purpose.
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Water-carrying Capacity

Maximum volume of water capable of
being conveyed in any cross-section of a
watercourse/or pipe.

Watercourse

A system where surface waters normally
flow into a common point, such as a sea,
lake or aquifer.

Waterway

A navigable body of water, such as a river,
channel, or canal.

Welfare

Refers to the economic well-being of an
individual, group or economy.

Wetlands

wetlands are areas of marsh, fen, swamp
or water, whether natural or artificial,
permanent or temporary, with water that
is static or flowing, fresh, brackish or salt,
including areas of marine water the depth
of which at low tide does not exceed 6
meters (Ramsar Convention).

Zoning

Classification of land into different spatial
areas or districts based on compatible
uses/activities. Land use development in
zones is controlled by regulations such as
plot size and site coverage, density and
height of buildings, minimum set-backs,
parking, and requirements for open space
and other related aspects.

Zoning Code

A framework for orderly and sensible land
use planning and growth management
through a set of controls regulating the
location, use, height and size of structures.
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Zoning District

A Zoning District is a geographic area that
is subject to municipal land use controls.

Zoning Map

A map that graphically shows all zone
areas.

Zoning Ordinance

The Zoning Ordinance classifies properties
within the community into a series of zone
areas, each containing a list of permitted
and conditionally-permitted land uses,
development regulations, and provides for
review of individual development
applications
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Introduction

both in Arabic and English languages issued by Qatar National Master Plan
project.

The Qatar National Master Plan (QNMP) project is a comprehensive and long
term plan to guide the processes of development until 2032. The plan is a
multi-resource tool. It needed coordination and cooperation among the
relevant agencies, municipalities and officials, and planners at the Ministry of
Municipality and Urban Planning.

We learned many lessons from this rich and important national project. Among
these are the need to use unified planning terminology, as well as specialized
technical terminology to understand the concepts and broad nature of the
Master Plan; whose definitions are clear to a wide range of users.

We can also note that although there are a number of dictionaries of planning
terms (complementary technical disciplines) in Arabic and English languages,
there is a clear shortage of references in Arabic that the relevant parties can
rely upon.

The planning terms are a very complex technical language. In addition, Arabic
is a rich language to the extent that the use, explanation and interpretation of
a word can be the subject of a great debate, namely if we take into
consideration the existing differences from one Arab country to another.

This glossary, which contains over 540 technical words, is the first edition that
saw the participation of all branches within the Urban Planning Department at
the Ministry of Municipality and Urban Planning with the intention to provide a
reference tool that has got the largest amount of the technical and
professional review. Having been defined, each word can contribute to a
better understanding for the planning process, either by municipalities,
departments, industry or the general public.

In the end, we would like to seize the opportunity to thank all those who took
part in the preparation of this first edition.
